When the streams began to rise in March, officials
in Webster County, as in many other West Virginia

counties, began to react. With limited resources, Don UNAVAILABLE

McCourt, director of the Webster County Emergency
Services Office, was prepared with a hummer acquired
from the WV State Agency for Surplus Property.
You may recall first learning about the availability of
surplus hummers in the last issue of Surplus Sense .
These high mobility multipurpose wheeled vehicles,
commonly known as "hummer" or "hummv", were origi-
nally placed into use in the federal government in 1985.
With only 9,000 miles and a price tag of only a faction of the $60,000
acquisition cost, McCourt said he calls the purchase 'a good buy.'
He didn't have to wait long to use it for what they intended. Shortly

Volunteer EMS Squads Now Eligible
for Defibrillator Grant Assistance

Volunteer emergency medical
squads across the United States
will be given a jump start in their
efforts to save lives with a one
million dollars nationwide expan-
sion of The Prudential Insurance
Company of America's Helping
Hearts program. This program
assists EMS squads to acquire
heart defibrillators.

The expanded program will
provide matching grants of up to
$2,000 to qualifying volunteer EMS
squads in any state to help defray
the cost of purchasing a defibril-
lator. Defibrillators, which admin-

"reset" the heart's natu-

ral rhythm, have been (\Q,

tant lifesaving inventions of the
20th century. Studies indicate that, if used within minutes of an attack,
they could save most of the 250,000 Americans who die each year
from sudden cardiac arrest.

To be eligible for a Helping Hearts grant, volunteer EMS squads
must meet state defibrillation training requirements and finance the
remaining cost of the defibrillator. Applications will be considered on
a first-come basis. Squads interested in applying should contact their
nearest Prudential insurance office for an application and additional
details. The application also can be downloaded from Prudential's

after their purchase is when the
flooding began in areas near the
Elk, Holley, and Williams Rivers,
according to McCourt.

"The flood waters were very swift
and, by the time we could acti-
vate the National Guard to get a
multipurpose vehicle in here to
transport people and medication,
it was somewhere between 8 to
12 hours," he said. "Therefore, to
provide any immediate response
from the County Office of Emer-
gency Services, we needed some-
thing on hand, especially in times
of flooding." This is where the
hummer comes in...

The hummer has been used to
take medication to people through
high water who were isolated.

They have also
used it when
logging acci-
dents have re-
sulted in im-
passable roads.
"When we
looked at the
hummv, we saw something that
we could use to transport a hurt
patient or provide emergency
personnel access to people in
dangerous areas or situations,"
he said.

Examples of other surplus prop-
erty which the OES has acquired
include emergency generators,
which are used as a backup elec-
trical source for the OES center,
and chemical light sticks, which
are used for Health Net landing
zones and in searching efforts.

McCourt is no stranger to the
Surplus Property Program. He

was introduced to the program
over 25 years ago and has con-
tinued to promote the program
within Webster County.

"I got the county commission
looking at the cost savings that
we have ifwe go to Surplus Property
rather than buying things on the
open market," he explains. "The
fact is that we are a very small
county and do not have the funds
and resources to provide a lot of
services for people. We just make
our money go further by taking
that drive down to Surplus Prop-
erty."

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Taking Our Customers Seriously...
Continuous Improvements Pursued

Tired of hearing the term
“customer service"? The staff
ofthe West Virginia State Agency
for Surplus Property sureisn't...we
take our responsibilities in serv-
ing our customers very seriously.

We recently initiated two
projects with our customers in
mind. As mentioned on page
one of thisissue, a toll-free tele-
phone number is now available
to our customers who previously
had to call long distance to re-
guest information from our of-
fice.

Another service which we are
testing is the repair and refur-

bishing of personal computers.
The test units are limited to com-
puters which have been turned
into us by state agencies. Re-
gretfully, some agencies turn in
computers with parts removed.
They may feel that they are sav-
ing the state money; however, in
many cases, by removing the part,
it completely disables the com-
puter. Without the expertise to
repair that computer, it is ren-
dered essentially worthless.
We have signed an agreement
with an individual to repair our
surplused computers three days
a week. Obviously, the availabil-

ity of good, usable computers
is on the rise. We offer these
computers for about $200-$300
each, with a 30 day warranty.

These are the two most re-
cent attempts that we've made
to improve our level of cus-
tomer service. Working together,
we can make the Surplus Prop-
erty Program perform in the
manner itwas designed...to offer
governmental agencies and non-
profit organizations good, us-
able property at low, affordable
prices.

Automated Fixed Assets System Tracks
Acquisition and Disposal of State Property

In December of 1996, the automated
West Virginia Financial Informa-
tion Management Fixed Asset
System (WVFIMS-FA) was desig-
nated as the official "Fixed As-
sets System of Record " for the
state of West Virginia.

This system, which is ready for implementation, will accurately
record all state-owned property from acquisition to disposal. Al-
though some agencies are currently using the system, others will
be offered training soon. In accordance with the West Virginia
Code 85A-3-34, the Purchasing Division has full authority over
inventories and property owned by the state of West Virginia. The
Purchasing Division is responsible for the management of this
system.

The Administration Unit of the Purchasing Division is overseeing
the property acquisition aspect of the system, while Surplus Prop-
erty is handling the property disposal. Let's take a closer look at the
various methods of disposal...

There are six different ways to dispose surplus property: 1] de-
livering property to Surplus Property; 2] requesting Surplus Property

to pick up property; 3] request-
ing sale on-site; 4] requesting a
vendor trade-in; 5] selling the
property for scrap; and 6] send-
ing the property to the landfill.

"All methods of disposal have
to be approved by Surplus Prop-
erty with the exception of
lost,stolen or damaged; those must
be reported to Jo Ann Dunlap of
the Administration Unit, along with
documentation, supporting the

Federal Property Decrease Expected

A decrease in the availability of federal property is expected to
occur, according to the U.S. General Services Administration.

At a recent meeting held in Washington, D.C. for directors of all
state agencies for surplus property (SASP), GSA representatives
estimated that the available federal surplus property will be reduced
by one third over the next year.

"We are facing tougher times," WVSASP Manager Ken Frye said.
"This is a very significant decrease." Although this reduction is
substantial, Frye said the staff will continue to work with our cus-
tomers to find ways to strive for an optimum level of customer
satisfaction.

streets over some real monster
hills, so the truck will be used
strictly for snow removal."

Bargains are what most city
and county governments thrive
on across the nation, due to lim-
ited resources and funds.

disposal method," Surplus Prop-
erty Manager Ken Frye said.

With the Purchasing Division
establishing a capitalization fig-
ure for reporting purposes at
$1,000, Frye expressed a
misperception among some state
agenciesregarding property dis-
posal. "The Purchasing Division
requires that any personal prop-
erty with an original cost of $1,000
or more must be added to the
fixed assets system. This has
caused confusion among state
agencies," he said. "Some agen-
cies think that they do not have
to retire items with a value of
less than $1,000 to Surplus Prop-
erty and that is not true.”

The West Virginia Code clearly
states that all personal property,
regardless of whether the items
are maintained on an inventory,
must be disposed of by the West
Virginia State Agency for Sur-
plus Property. Frye added that
although the capitalization fig-
ure of $1,000 is required for
inventory purposes, many agen-
cies are adding items under that
dollar value to their inventory.

Frye advises agencies to plan
their retirements in advance.
"When retiring items, especially
when delivering those items to
Surplus Property, please call us
in advance and make an appoint-
ment so that we may expedi-
tiously unload your trucks," he
said. "If you just show up without
advance notice, you may have
to wait possibly hours until we
unload others who have made
appointments.”

Agencies who call in advance
are given a specific date and
time to ensure expedient unloading
of their trucks.
