replacement schedules for state
agencies, and well as the pro-
duction schedule for the ve-
hicles themselves. This means
that, while summer is the busiest
time of year, new vehicles appear
throughout the year.

Because of the wide range of
state agencies retiring vehicles,
WYVSASP has a large variety of
available vehicles, Elkins said.

It has
been my pleasure to work for the
WVSASP since 2008, and it is my
goal to continue the work of change,
to not allow the WVSASP to rest on
any of its laurels, and to continue
looking to push the WVSASP for-
ward to greater levels of success.
