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Residents of the Town of Fayetteville can rest 
easier this winter knowing additional snow plows 
will be out on the road. Working with WV Sur-
plus, the town was able to purchase several trucks 
that were modified with snow plows. 

“WV Surplus vehicles have been a fiscally con-
servative way to stretch our budget,” shared Town 
of Fayetteville Superintendent Bill Lanham. “For 
example, with the purchase of pickup trucks for 
salt city streets. Salt is very abrasive and it does 
not take a long time to cause rust to develop in 
the beds of the trucks.”
