WYV Surplus’s Eligible Organizations:
Generators

In March, WV Surplus offered early access
to more than 30 generators at its warehouse in
Dunbar. Ranging from 5 kw to 60 kw and priced
from $1,000 to $3,000, these generators were a
great deal. While these generators were ulti-
mately made available to the public, WV Sur-
plus provided state agencies, non-profit organi-
zations and other eligible organizations to have
the first opportunity to purchase.

Tulip Bulbs

In May, WV Surplus offered free tulip bulbs
to its registered eligible organizations. Some of
the recipients of these tulip bulbs include the
City of Philippi, Putnam County Aging, City of
Madison, First Presbyterian Church, WV State
Independent Living, Department of Environ-
mental Protection’s Operation Wildflower, and
the WV Veteran’s Home.

Fire Responder Vehicle

Police, volunteer fire departments, and other
first responders had the opportunity in July to
bid on several exclusive GovDeals auctions. Due
to the sirens and lights on these vehicles, first re-
sponders were the only organizations approved
to purchase them.

One of the vehicles available for bid was a 2014
Ford Explorer with 4WD. With only 155,740
miles, and the motor, transmission, battery,
brakes, paint, interior, and exhaust all described
as being in fair condition, this vehicle could be
updated and utilized for many years to come.
