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Retired Federal Law
Enforcement Vehicles
Made Available to Some
Eligible Organizations

A new and exciting opportunity for tax-supported eligible
organizations has made its way to WV Surplus. Currently,
WYV Surplus has obtained three federal law enforcement ve-
hicles through the Fixed Price Program with plans to acquire
three additional vehicles in the coming weeks.

“This is a great opportunity for cities and counties in West
Virginia to procure a vehicle at an affordable rate,” said WV
Surplus Manager Elizabeth Cooper. “Because we acquired
these vehicles from the federal Fixed Price Program, WV
Surplus is able to offer these vehicles at a much lower cost.”

Because of the nature of these vehicles, priority will be
given to tax-supported eligible organizations, such as local

small businesses. While hosted in West Vir-
ginia, this event was open to veterans across
the country and had 105 participants from lo-
cations such as Maryland, California, North
Carolina, South Dakota, Illinois, and Florida.
Attendees learned about the Veterans Small
Business Enhancement Act of 2018 and how
to confirm their registration with the U.S.

Department of Veterans Affairs, how to screen for property,
and what compliance requirements they will need to follow
when property is obtained.

“I am happy to be aware of this benefit and now feel quali-
fied to introduce the benefit to fellow vets who can take ad-
vantage of it,” said one attendee.

In April, WV Surplus hosted a webinar geared toward eli-
gible organizations. This is an annual event held by WV Sur-
plus either in person or as a webinar.

1: Federal equipment and supplies are restricted to institutional use only, not personal use, and are to be used for a minimum of one
year; 2: All vehicles and items with an acquisition cost of $5,000.00 or more shall be used for the purpose(s) for which acquired within
one year from the date the property was invoiced and used for 18 months thereafter. 3: During the restriction period, the property
shall not be sold, traded, leased, lent, bailed, cannibalized, encumbered or otherwise disposed of or removed from the State of West
Virginia without the express approval of WV Surplus. The recipients of Federal property are urged to contact WV Surplus prior to
taking any actions which might be interpreted as modifying any of the certifications and agreements stated on the reverse side of the
Distribution Document.

TERMS: Payment required upon receipt unless previous arrangements have been made. Payment must be by check or credit card
issued against an eligible organization. No personal checks, money orders or cash transactions are permitted.

SHIPPING: All service charges are FOB Dunbar Warehouse unless expressly indicated. Out-shipping can be arranged by calling
